Sensitive to the full dose of Sencor pre-emergence. Comments:
Do not pre-sprout R = resistant .... 1 = very susceptible
Avoid Rhizoctonia Ro(x) = Globodera Rostochiensis pathotype (x) 
On light, less mineralize soils a third N-dose can be meaningful. Pa(x) = Globodera Pallida pathotype (x) 
Be aware of the lack of  Magnesium (Mg). (wv)O1 = (little susceptible) wart disease fysio 1
Wait for a set skin before harvest
Avoid silver scurf
Be careful with sprouting inhibitor at harvest time!
